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INTRODUCTION 

The Kenya Veterinary Association (K.V.A.) is a membership association of all veterinary 

surgeons in Kenya registered by the Kenya Veterinary Board under the Veterinary 

Surgeons Act Chapter 366 of the Laws of Kenya. It is affiliated to the World Veterinary 

Association (W.V.A), the Common Wealth Veterinary Association (C.W.V.A.) and the 

Association of Professional Societies in East Africa (A.P.S.E.A.) The K.V.A has six 

geographic branches countrywide and one specialised branch, the Kenya Women 

Veterinary Association (K.W.V.A.).  

 

One of the mandates of the Kenya Veterinary Association is to ensure continued 

education of its members; the Scientific Conference is one of the avenues that KVA uses 

to impart knowledge to its members.  

 

The World Veterinary Day celebrations were established in 2000 to publicise the vital 

roles played by the veterinarians. It was first celebrated in 2001 in over 100 member 

countries affiliated to the World Veterinary Association and recognized by the World

in Trans Nzoia and Marakwet Districts, 2008 in Lugari District and 2009 in Icuga, 

Laikipia East, Nanyuki. In 2008, the K.V.A. won the inaugural World Animal Health 

(O.I.E.) - W.V.A. award for hosting the most successful W.V.D. celebrations globally. 

KVA received the award that was presented at the 29th World Veterinary Congress that 

was held in Vancouver, Canada from the 27th – 31st July 2008.
