Ladies and Gentlemen:the livestock sub-sector contributes about 11%hef country’s
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and 30% of the Agtical farm gate value. The sub-sector
directly or directly or indirectly employs about%Qof Agricultural labour force. Its objective

is to ensure self-sufficiency in livestock and Bteck products and contribute towards
poverty alleviation. In order to meet these objexgithere is need to improve on productivity
through livestock research, management and propetrat of animal diseases. This will
allow the country to export our livestock and th@ioducts such as meat, eggs, dairy products
and hides and skins to earn foreign exchange.

The livestock sub-sector is expected to play aiatwole in food safety. This involves cross
border controls, quarantine, clinical practicesdaimals, animal health and animal welfare,
research and technical services. This will contebw the achievement of the government
policy on economic recovery strategy and strategyrévitalize agriculture both of which
target poverty alleviation and food security benahka.

Ladies and Gentlemen:My ministry is undertaking drastic measures aimeidharoving the
livestock sector to ensure that veterinary sermeets the international standards set by OIE
(World Health Organisation): These measures will at promoting:
Technical capability through diagnostic capabilegsly disease detection, emergency
response, preventive, epidemiological surveillareslity systems, risk analysis and
technical innovation
Development of governance structure to addressstiees of the animal resource
industry based on internationally accepted normgraosform the sector into an
animal resource ministry
My Ministry will address the issue of staff sh@#aby ensuring that veterinary
surgeons, livestock health officers, livestock trealssistants and laboratory staff are



employed to ensure provision of quality servicehe Kenyan farmer up to the grass
root level

For the ASAL areas, which consist of 80% of thismoy, my ministry is calling upon
pastoralists to form Saccos in order for them tagssted in improving their livestock
through loans

My priority in the Ministry is to implement policgg which are geared towards
prevention, control and eradication of major Natifie and Trans-boundary epizootics
such as Foot and Mouth Disease, Rinderpest, RaBiestagious Bovine Pleuro-
pneumonia and highly pathogenic avian influenzathis regard, for the ministry to
effectively control disease through vaccinations meed, KETRI and the animal

research centre to be relocated to the MinistryL®Estock Development.

Ladies and Gentlemen: My ministry has finalizedhe National Livestock Policy and is

developing a strategic plan for its implementatigiarious veterinary legislations including

that of animal welfare, veterinary surgeons andovarveterinary legislation including that of

animal welfare, veterinary surgeons and the Paséepsionals Bill are being reviewed.

Among the key highlights of the Ministry’s strategy a focus on the private- public

partnership engagement with a view to limiting tbée of government in the provision of

private goods and services and strengthening théatry functions that can not be enforced
through self-regulation. The association forms adgentry point on public/private sector
partnership since its members belong to both seetod Ministry will support and encourage
it so that the livestock sub-sector thrives.

Ladies and Gentlemen:In the past some farmers and pastoralists lost likestock after
using drugs purchased from unqualified personnéb aren’t qualified to advice them on
proper use of the products. In this regard, thestiymhas taken the following measure
Establish an inspectorate unit to curb drug misuse
Personnel manning Agro-vets should have at ledstoayears certificate course in
animal health or agriculture

Inspectorates and all veterinary personnel in waridistricts countrywide should



move out and close all agrovets that don’t meetidsred standards

The public is advised to purchase veterinary daugschemicals from Agrovets shops
only

However in the long term my ministry in implemermithe national livestock policy
will move to establish a veterinary medicine board

The ministry will step up efforts to implement tarimal feed stuff and fertilizers act

cap 345 to safeguard the quality of animal feedufectured and sold in kenya

Ladies and Gentlemen, this is a day which provassortunity for the veterinarians to reflect
on one of their objectives which is promotion ofraal welfare, with the overall goal of
increasing production and productivity of animatereased production and productivity will
enable the farmer to increase food production éonmelstic consumption and sale of surplus to

generate income.



The role played by the Kenya Veterinary Associationemergency services to livestock
farmers through joint animal health interventionanmot be over emphasized. The
Associations has done contract Vaccinations wighrthinistry and free animal health camps
and extension programs countrywide. Apart fromfdreners’ education, the Association has
supported major disease control campaigns agaiagirnirans boundary diseases such as
foot and mouth disease, Anthrax, Rabies and Lunipy @isease. The effort is appreciated
and we thank all partners who are assisting irfaaths of development in this country to
ensure that Millennium Development goals and Vit680 are achieved.

Ladies and Gentlemen: the theme of today’s fiejid&Veterinarians and Livestock farmers
a winning partnership”. It is a reflection of theovldl Veterinary Day theme that is potential
in the livestock sector that can only be fully exifgd if the animal welfare is given due
prominence and the veterinarians play a leading ial animal production and health
management.

Ladies and Gentlemen, Kenya agricultural sectottrimries to 24% to the national gross
domestic product (GDP). Of this, the livestock selotor accounts for 50% of the total
agricultural sector contribution to GDP, which tuesalent to 12% of overall national GDP.
It employs 50% of agricultural labor force and aaus for over 30% of the farm gate value
of agricultural commodities. In the ASAL areas, thestock sub-sector accounts for over
90% of employment and is main source of livelihoabthe communities living there.
However, productivity within the sub-sector has agmed low despite the enormous level of
investment. This level of productivity has beenaee of several challenges. The livestock
sub-sector has nevertheless has been operatingtdated legal and regulatory framework,
which is partly responsible for the adverse effeats productivity, trade and effective
competition. There is no comprehensive and inckisiand policy covering use of
administration, tenure and security and delivergteays of land particularly in the ASAL
areas. This has occasionally results to some opkrigxtion of the resources leading to
environmental degradation.

Taking cognisance that equitable and inclusive ldgweent of livestock sub-sector could
substantially contribute to raising levels of nin, improving agricultural productivity and



overall living standards of people, the governnmemiemented several development projects.
These projects did not however have any significamgact on productivity and livestock
dependent communities remained impoverished inmyvEhis was because the technically
oriented livestock sector interventions were notdgd by appropriate legal and policy
framework. The national livestock policy, which Ha=en in use, was developed in 1980 and
over time; many changes within the industry hakeragplace. In early 1990s, the government
liberalized the national economy. It withdrew fromendering services like artificial
insemination, tick control, clinical services an@duld not guarantee markets for livestock
products. The livestock feeds were also decontiolénce entry of the private sector was not
adequately prepared, farmers were unable to atiteservices. The livestock feed s become
unaffordable and quality was compromised, markettapgsed and prices of inputs and
services skyrocketed. With all these changes,itlestbck industry continued to thrive under
outdated national livestock policy that would nffeetively guide it on a growth pathway.

The ministry has undertaken comprehensive revieimhe sub-sector’s policies and laws.
The new national livestock policy, which is soorb®operationalized, is expected to address
prevailing sector challenges in the context of dteek breeding, nutrition and feeding,
disease control, livestock marketing, value addijtresearch and extension.

Individual commodity policies are also in review,development with purpose of guiding the

respective development initiative. These include;

. Dairy Development and Bill

. The Animal Feedstuffs Policy

. The National Poultry Policy

. Apiculture Development Policy
. National Animal Breeding Policy

Promoting sub-sector policy changes in the livdstaab-sector is challenging because the
sector depends on policies outside their jurisoiicBuch as land policy act and the prevailing
micro-economic policies as well as infrastructurevelopment. A coordinated effort is

therefore required in the development of some pdiltke the ASAL development policy.



Ladies and Gentlemen, in an effort to add impetushe sub-sector's development, other

policy initiatives have been proposed as follows:

1.

Expansion of strategic grain reserve into sfjiatéood reserve (SFR) that will contain
animal food items particularly corned meat and pened milk. The proposal will
initially see 40,000 and 20,000 metric tons of emrnmeat and powdered milk
respectively included in the SFR. These quantiwdsbe reviewed with the aim of
increasing them in line with projected demands thay be occasioned with climate
changes.

Establishment of Livestock enterprise DevelopmEand. The fund will enable
livestock keepers and traders readily access opeahtresources for development
purposes. The now common emergency livestock & taill be institutionalized
under this fund.

Creation of National Strategic Feed Reserve @®)SHhis feed reserve will enhance
accessibility to feeds to cushion effects of reagrdroughts.

The Kenya Livestock Marketing Board will be ddished to promote livestock trade
and actualize international trade agreements.

Kenya Livestock Inspectorate Board will be ceeato oversee quality control and
assurance of the internationally agreed standards.

Establishment of Kenya Livestock Breeding Baardoordinate, regulate and sustain
breeding programmes and develop policies to goverading.

National Poultry Development Board will be e$isdied to regulate and spearhead
development of poultry industry.

The Livestock Research Institute with mandateatoy out livestock research.
